THE MYSTERIOUS ONE
Last Sunday we gathered with Peter, John, and James at
the mountain of Transfiguration and were summoned to
listen to God’s chosen Son.

On a day of fasting, eat only one full
meal; you may also eat two partial meals and should
not snack between any of them.

Everyone age 14 and older is
bound by the law of

abstinence. Fasting binds from af-
ter one’s 18th

birthday until after the 59th.
Catholics younger and older than
that need not fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Fri-
day. Nonetheless, fasting is a praiseworthy practice,

even when it is not required.

Saint Frances of Rome (1384-1440)
March 9

Nature and human nature—plagues and wars—
turned late medieval Rome into a living hell, particularly
for the sick and poor. Frances, by birth and marriage well
provided for, was a devoted wife and mother; but like
Benedictine Oblates who, to this day, “pray and work”
while living with their families and working in the world,
she joined like-minded laywomen friends in ministering to
society’s most vulnerable. Frances’ charity was not only
“hands on” but “in home.” Her palace becoming a hospital
after the plague claimed two of her three children. When
her husband’s death ended their loving marriage of forty
years, Frances joined other widowed Oblates in commu-
nity. In an interesting link to the United States, our na-
tion’s premier religious congregation for women of color,
the Oblate Sisters of Providence, in 1833 established bonds
of spiritual communion with these “Oblates of Saint Fran-
